Black dog with a pleasing overall shape and balance. Good clean head which is well proportioned, kind eye & expression, liked his head a lot. Clean over the neck which was strong and set into well placed shoulders. Well muscled quarters, good turn of stifle and width. Stood on good feet, good coat. Moved well.

Centenalee whiskey sour at Kyorli 
Masculine yellow in both head and body. Broad in skull, lovely eye shape and colour, good pigment all coming together nicely resulting in a kind male expression. Good depth and width of chest, well angled front and rear, another who stood on good feet. Moved out well and soundly.

Lovely run from the neck which flows into a level topline, and tailset, well placed shoulders, well angulated rear quarters which drove him round the ring effortlessly. Correct reach and drive. I feel he needs his full coat to finish him off.

Lovely over the neck, strong leading to correct front angulation which provides good structure and balance, he can not stand wrong because he is made so well. Well developed forechest and ribcage. Well boned legs which were placed well under him, rear quarters strong in width, and well muscled with an evident second thigh. Good coat texture, he was lovely to go over and firm to touch. He moved effortlessly which was true and sound. A dog with a wonderful temperament.
